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Dear friends in Christ, 

  If there are any two characters that go together in the Bible 

we would have to say Cain and Abel.  The first two brothers on 

earth had a little confrontation between them.  Cain and Abel 

both brought and offering to the Lord.  Cain brought some kind 

of harvest to God while Abel brought the firstborn of his flock.  

God was not pleased with Cainôs offering.  What seems to be the 

case is that Cainôs offering was not the ñfirst fruitsò or the most 

valuable offering to God.
